OIL HEAT REMINDERS 

If you have oil heat and have not been receiving 

oil deliveries for your heater or hot water heat-

er, please update your account.  You may con-

tact any oil company to continue winter deliver-

ies.  We strongly encourage every tenant to be 

on the automatic delivery system. It is extreme-

ly important that you have oil delivered continu-

ally.  Severe and costly damage may occur if 

your heater runs out of oil.  Avoid these costs 

and place your account on automatic delivery 

today. 

 

FORCED HOT AIR  

All tenants with forced hot air must remember 

to change their air filters every 60 days.  This 

simple task increases the heater’s efficiency dra-

matically.  And remember—an inefficient heater 

increases your fuel bill! 

WATER WORKS! 

Cold weather is coming and in order to prepare 

for the cold weather, remember to shut off the 

valve to your outdoor hose bib.  Also, locate water 

mains to the home and under the sinks to become 

familiar with their locations if needed during a 

frozen pipe emergency.

 We’d also like to remind you to flip your mat-

tresses regularly to maximize your comfort 

and the life of your mattress. 

 

 If you have installed a burglar alarm, please 

notify us. Also, the Ewing Township Ordi-

nance requires all burglar alarms be regis-

tered with the Ewing Township Police De-
